
50% Rule for Year End Awards

VBCA Year end awards are calculated on the most points earned from 50% of the total
number of trial days in a trial year for each class.

As an example, if there are 14 trial days in the Ranch class for the trial year, total year
end points for that class will be calculated from each teams highest 7 trial points
earned.

The 50% calculation will take the highest 7 trial points received and the year end points
for this team will be 111 after dropping the 10, 4, 2 points and of course the zeros.

Standings prior to the end of this trial year are being calculated with an assumption of
the total number of trial days we will have this year.  The calculations will always be
done on the number of trial days for the YEAR and not trial days that we have had so
far.  If we have not reached 50% of the trial days for the year, no points will be
subtracted.  The standings may be adjusted if additional trials are sanctioned.
